


Recognizing the growing need for physician
leaders who want to make a difference in the
health of our communities and to develop
competencies in population and community
health, Thomas Jefferson University offers
an MD/MPH dual degree program. The
program allows medical students at Jefferson
Medical College to take the “one year plus”
option in public health to obtain an MPH
degree in conjunction with their medical
school education. After the second or third
year of medical school, MD/MPH students
can take a year of courses in public health
thatincludes a short community-based public
health experience (Clerkship) and a final
Capstone project. The Capstone may be
completed in the summer of the year in the
public health program or during the following
year of medical school. Students interested in
this dual degree option should apply to the
MPH program separately after enrollment in

Jetferson Medical College.

Master of Public Health (MPH)

The Master in Public Health (MPH) is a competency-
based program accredited through the Council of
Education for Public Health (CEPH). Core public
health discipline areas are the following:
